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My Spiritual Roots Must Continue to Grow

When I finally realized that | was an alcoholic, and in dire need of
help, | asked God to relieve me from the bondage of self which
had confined me in that escape-proof alcoholic prison that we all
know so well. My honest inventory and willing confession was
followed by asking begging my newly-found Higher Power to re-
move from me every single defect of character that prevented
my usefulness to God and my fellows — amends were in order,
and that took a while. Yet, | |mmed|ately felt like a grouchy old
snake in the process of
shedding its *.  skin, only to exit
as a bright and "% shiny happy
squiggling crea- ture of the gar-
den variety. Oxymoronically,
it would seem that my new
freedom was perpetrated not

so much of what knowledge
I had gained, but what
‘knowledge’ | had gotten rid
of. Shortly thereafter | be-

gan to grow in 7 strength and
spirit, and like 2 ¥ when a butterfly
escapes its dark cocoon, |
emerged into the sunlight with an accompanying sense of joy
and freedom. Some months later, that ever-present mental ob-
session was miraculously removed from my emotional vocabu-

lary, and has not returned to date.

This was all some years ago, but AA growth continues like a tree;
not only in height but also in roots, as well — if the roots do not
grow in relationship to its height the tree will likely topple into the
nearest watering hole. |believe this is why Steps 10, 11 and 12
are usually referred to as the Growth and Maintenance Steps,
rather than simply “Maintenance Steps.” These three daily
Steps contain the essence of the nine previous ones — so, if |
continue to live in the spirit of the AA program of action, those
roots will grow proportionally. So long as | follow the Big Book
directions, | believe | shall remain safe and secure from ever
again taking that first drink.

Perhaps the most important
promise in the Big Book is stated
in the top paragraph of page 85:
“The problem has been removed.
It does not exist for us.”

When | take just one shot of
whiskey, | immediately experience
an overwhelming craving which
often rockets me into never-never
land for days on end. The Big
Book tells me that this is a perma-
nent allergy for which there is no
cure. Once an alcoholic, always
an alcoholic — I will never be able
to drink like a gentleman!

The good news is that this does-
n't amount to a hill of beans so
long as | don’t take that first drink.
My problem is not — has never
been — after the first drink; my
only problem with booze is my
strange ability to knowingly believe
a lie before that first drink. This is
called a mental obsession. Hap-

pily, this is exactly what the pro-
gram of action of Alcoholics
Anonymous promises to remove!
Yes, and miraculously, even to the
extent that it no longer appears to
exist for us. What wonderful
news! And better yet we get to
keep this wonderful release so
long as we remain in a fit spiritual
condition!

Yet, although this release may
last for a lifetime, it exists only as a
conditional state of being — a fully
‘recovered’ alcoholic could be
drunk before next Thursday if he or
she throws God and AA out the
window. | must never forget to
strive to remain in a fit spiritual
condition. Dr. Bob ends his Big
Book story saying: “Your Heavenly
Father will never let you down.”
