A Profound Sense of
Gratitude, How Fortunate

We Are Today
By RickR.

Alcoholics Anonymous came into exist-
encein 1935 when Bill and Bob started
carrying their message to fortunate
souls who, up to that point, had little
hope of ever overcoming the disease of
alcoholism. Priorto that, there were
attempts to overcome the disease that
came close but failed when they al-
lowed other issues todistract them
from their primary purpose. I’'m sure
they had some, but not all, of the
answers, but it did give our co-
founders some of the answers as to
“what not to do” when they estab-
lishedthestepsandtraditions. The
book, Alcoholics Anonymouswas
publishedin1939afterthe first100
alcoholicshad maintainedtheirsobrie-
ty.I wasbornin 1941, justtwo year
after the Big Book was published. I
was 28 years old when I cameto the
program which, at that time, was only
in existence for 34 years. Theysaythat
Alcoholhasbeen around for about 10
thousand years. How fortunate we are
today, to be among the first, to have
been chosen at this time to have a
solution laid at our feet and for them
to have the wisdom to not allow the
first 164 pages of the Big Book to be
edited or changed. When I talk ofthe
word Gratitude, I ponder the vast
amount of time (10 thousand years)
that there was no answer to this prob-
lem and the hopelessness of those

unfortunate souls before 1935. Asa
child I watched my parents and grand-
parents, and many of the elders in my
life hopelessly suffer throughthe pains
ofthisdiseaseandthey didn’teven
consideritadisease. OnOctober 15,1
willcelebrate 50yearsofsobrietyand
noonecould be more grateful forall
thebenefitsThavereceived asthere-
sults of clinging to this wonderful pro-
gram andalltheprinciplesandvalues
thathavegivenme the tools that sepa-
rated me from the delusional think-
ingofthepastandshowedme a path of
recovery that has influenced so many
people, starting withmyimmediate
familyandspiralingoutwardsto my
relatives, my friends and coworkers
andallmy A.A. associates. [f A.A. had
come into existence and the Big Book
would have been published just 30
years later than it was, I, most likely,
would have beenincludedinthoseun-
fortunatesoulsofthepast that had no
hope. Ishowed up atthe doors of A.A.
on Oct. 15,1969 and as I see it, the
Program had evolved just enough to
be ready for this Grateful recipient
andI'will alwaysbeamazed by the tim-
ing ofiitall. In the 84 years of'its exist-
ence, Alcoholics Anonymous has
been the answer for millions and con-
sidering all the ten thousand years
before the existence of A.A; I believe
we are very fortunate to be on the
cutting edge of one of most im-
portant andbeneficialdevelopments
inthehistoryof mankind and to think

CHRISTMAS SEASON 1975

I was several months sober; my
phone was ringing off the hook; a
host of new AA friends were keep-
ing my spirits alive and happy. 1
was going to meetings all around
Los Angeles as often as possible.
