leave free to roam about in the rest
of my material as the mood took
me. | am using the past tense, as |
now have an interested colleague,
and if he takes to the program we
will have a group and will have to
conform to the group conscience as
to our programs. It came as a great
surprise to me when | was ap-
proached by this fellow officer a few
days ago, who asked me if | could
help him with his problem. Sur-
prised in the first place, because |
had not included him among the
alkies that | thought | had spotted
amongst my colleagues, and also
because | thought | was absolutely
anonymous.

"Sometime ago | had written to my

AA sponsor bewailing the fact that |
wasn't in a position to do Twelfth
Step work. He replied, 'Don't worry
about Twelfth Step work. Your own
example of sobriety will be enough.’
Then this new fellow told me that it
was my own example of contented
sobriety that first led him to ap-
proach me to see if | could help him
with his problem. What a lot of wis-
dom there was in my friend's ad-
vice!"

So the old familiar process of one
drunk talking to another, sharing
their experience, strength, and hope
together--just as Bill and Dr. Bob did
thirty-two years ago in Akron--is still
as valid as ever.

An AA wonders how it works

Alcoholics Anonymous is a fellow-
ship designed and administered by
a bunch of ex-drunks whose only
qualification for membership is that
we finally realized that we couldn't
hold our liquor and wanted to stop
trying to impossibly learn how to
hold it successfully. It has no rules,
dues, or fees, nor anything else that
any sensible organization seems to
require.

At meetings, the speaker starts on
one subject, winds up talking about
something entirely different, and
concludes by saying he doesn't
know anything about the program,
except that it works. The groups are
often broke, yet always seem to
have money to carry on. We are
always losing members, but seem
to grow. We claim AA is a selfish
program, but always seem to be
doing something for others.

Every group passes laws, rules,
edicts, and pronouncements, which
everyone blithely ignores. Members
who disagree with anything are free
to walk out in a huff, quitting for-
ever, only to return as though noth-

ing happened, and be greeted ac-
cordingly.

Nothing we discuss in AA is
planned in advance, yet great re-
sults are born from the things we
share with each other, and our lives
get better.

How can we survive like this?

Perhaps it's because we have
learned to live and laugh at our-
selves and with each other. God
made us. He made laughter, too.
Perhaps he is pleased with our dis-
organized efforts and makes things
right no matter who pushes the
wrong buttons.

Maybe God is pleased with our sim-
ple yet sincere efforts to do what's
right for us and others. Maybe he is
pleased with our trying to be no-
body but ourselves. We don't know
how it works, but it does, and mem-
bers keep receiving their dividend
checks from their AA investments.

It is wise to be sober, and it is much
easier, my friends, to stay sober
than it is to get sober.

He would love us AAs for not being
glory-seekers, though sober--simply
sober people acting ordinary. | felt
that he would really respond to this
great humility. So | kept the secret
that, | thought, gave sparkle to my
eyes, the secret that, | felt, gave me
the most marvelous advantage over
the civilian world. Yes sir!

| have just come from Jim's funeral.

Something went wrong with my
scheme. Jim drove through a red
light on the way home from that
night bartending job--the job he had
held, not to make ends meet, but to
be able to afford his habit. His

widow is twenty-three. His two con-
fused children were there, cute as
buttons. | stared at them and won-
dered whether | could have helped.
| certainly would not have hurt.

| know I did not kill Jim. But | did
waste two whole years of chances.
All I might have had to do was tell
him | was an AA member. That's
all. | realize now that the Eleventh
Tradition asks us to keep our
anonymity only in newspapers
and on TV and radio. It does not
prohibit us from telling friends.

Now | have started to tell people |
am in AA. | see the zealous guard-
ing of my secret was a reservation
on my part. | was afraid | would
drink again and they would all laugh
at the Great Me. | lacked complete
faith in our marvelous program. |
lacked courage to speak up for the
very thing | love most in life--AA.

No more. If a sadness like this ever
happens again, it won't be because
| did not love my fellowman enough
to tell him about myself, to weather
his temporary scorn, perhaps. And
then. . .well, who knows?

There will never be another Jim in
my life. | understand anonymity
now.

"Mummy isn't quite herself today,"
when | was afraid to bring friends
home from school because
"Mummy might be that way again
today" --these wounds cannot be
immediately wiped out just by join-
ing A.A. Naturally.

And | think this is important for a
parent to remember. The alcoholic
cannot recall the things she has
said and done while drinking, and
she often cannot understand why
her children don't trust and respect
her. It takes a long time to gain
back the respect of a child. It will be
difficult to wipe out the wounds of
these childhood experiences, but
they can be wiped out. It took me
more than a year before | could live
pleasantly with my family again.
There was so much resentment
and antagonism that | could not
understand what A.A. philosophy
was or what it meant in my life. It is

important for the alcoholic to work
slowly toward a new relationship,
and not to expect an immediate
change in the child's attitude. It is
even more important for the child to
study the A.A. program. Through
this she will realize that her mother
was not to blame, and a much
richer, fuller relationship can de-
velop than exists in most families.
Many of my school friends have
mothers who are very neurotic or
very domineering, or live with fami-
lies where there is some great con-
flict. I think | am more fortunate
than they are, because many of
their problems can never be solved.
The remarkable thing about the
problem of alcoholism in the family
is that, when the alcoholic becomes
sober permanently, your solution is
there --concrete, visible.

As | learned of the basic, humane
ideas embodied in the A.A. pro-
gram, as | saw great changes in my
mother, | was able to develop our
relationship until today it is a per-
fection of unity and closeness. |
realize now that we were never
fighting each other, but struggling
together against an unknown en-
emy. Through this struggle and the
camaraderie that comes with licking
something together, we are happier
than we might have been if this
problem of alcoholism had never
entered our lives.

The friends | used to envy --those
with an everyday, normal, whole-
some life --take their families pretty
much for granted. | cannot feel that
way because there is something
very special and inspiring about our
new family relationship. Perhaps it's
